Desmond
Roberto Keenan on July 9. Padre Roberto, as he preferred to
be called, served Transfiguration of Jesus as administrator
between Fr. Meares' departure in October 2007 and Fr.
Leon's arrival in January 2008.
Padre Roberto recently celebrated his 65th Anniversary of
Priesthood. Born in Ireland and ordained by Bishop Waters in
1949, by 1965 he had served many parishes in Eastern North
Carolina when the percentage of Catholics in North Carolina
was smaller than in China. Then for all but three of the next
30 years, he served as a missionary in Mexico, where he
helped found numerous parishes, one of them ministering to
40,000 faithful. Padre Roberto served as Diocesan Vicar for
Hispanics from 1995-2001 when he retired. He currently lives
in Wake Forest.
