Tribute to Angelene Dixon

This weekend we celebrate the life of Mrs. -
Angelene Dixon, one of the founding members of
Transfiguration of Jesus Catholic Church. Not only was she
instrumental in raising money for the construction of our
sanctuary in 1964-65, Mrs. Dixon worked tirelessly with the
children of the parish teaching faith formation classes.

She wrote a marvelous history of the early days of our parish, a
copy of which is on the bookshelf in the parish hall. She was the
inspiration of our history program. She was devoted to our
church and to our God. In her later years, her mobility was
limited by crippling arthritis but her faith never wavered.

May she rest in peace with our Heavenly Father.
