have.  All parishioners are encouraged to volunteer or 
participate in a ministry that is of interest to them.  It is a 
great way to serve the Lord and grow spiritually.  The 
ministries of our parish are listed on the back page of the 
bulletin along with the contact person for each ministry.   
 For the next few weeks leading up to the Ministry Fair, 
there will be a Spotlight on some of the ministries to 
increase awareness about the many opportunities our 
parish has to serve the Lord and grow spiritually.  This 
week the Spotlight is on: 
 
FEED OUR HUNGRY CHILDREN 
“You saw me hungry and fed me.”  Matthew 25:35a 
Feed Our Hungry Children is an Interdenominational Faith 
Based Ministry to help feed the hungry children in the 
Duplin County communities.  Below are some of the ways 
to volunteer to help this ministry: 

1. Volunteer you and your pick-up truck to 
participate in the weekly transportation of cases of food 
from Food Lion (where employees actually load it) to the 
United Methodist Church of Wallace where you and others 
will help unload it 

2. Volunteer to help pack the 200 weekly 
backpacks at the Methodist Church 

3. Volunteer to deliver the backpacks to the 
designated schools 

4. Monetary contributions to help finance this 
ministry may be donated to Duplin Christian Outreach 
Ministry (DCOM).  Contributions to DCOM should be 
specified for Feed Our Hungry Children (FOHC). 
  
 

Each of these activities takes about an hour and is 
performed on a weekly basis when school is in session. 
Volunteers work in teams.  A list of alternate volunteers is 
kept and used when someone cannot fulfill their 
scheduled obligation. 
500 backpacks of food are packed after school is out for 
the summer.  They are delivered to Chinquapin 
Elementary for distribution as needed during the months 
when school is not in session. 
 
Holy Water- 
Most Catholics are familiar with the Holy Water font at the 
entrance of the Church.  They dip their fingers in the water 
and bless themselves making the Sign of the Cross. Many 
Catholics repeat this practice upon leaving the Church.  
The Holy Water is only holy because it has been blessed by 
the priest. In the making of the Sign of the Cross, we 
express our belief in God the Father, the Son and the Holy 
Spirit. It is a public blessing and a reminder of our Baptism.   
Water is often seen in the Bible as a lifesaving element 
from God.   In the Old Testament, water comes from a 
rock as Moses leads the people of God through the desert. 
The Red Sea was parted to save the people of God from 
the Egyptians.  In the New Testament, Jesus was baptized 
with water in the Jordan.   He calmed the water in the 
storm in the Sea of Galilee.  
Holy Water is a sacramental used in Baptism, sprinkling 
the palms before the procession on Palm Sunday, blessing 
the people during certain rites in the Church.  It is used to 
bless medals, crucifixes, rosaries, homes, animals.   
Use Holy Water to bless yourself, your family, your home.  
Bless your children, your grandchildren as you put them 
to bed.  Bless yourself in comings and goings.  This small 
bottle of Water has been blessed this Easter for use in 
your home.

Archbishop Kurtz Sends Prayers and Support to 
Archbishop of Mechelen-Brussel- Archbishop Joseph E. 
Kurtz of Louisville, Kentucky, president of the U.S. 
Conference of Catholic Bishops, expressed the prayers and 
support of the Catholic Church in the United States in a 
letter, March 22, to Archbishop Josef De Kesel of 
Mechelen-Brussel, following the bombings in Belgium. 
Full text of Archbishop Kurtz's letter follows. 
Your Excellency: 
May God bless you and your people during this Holy 
Week! 
Approaching Good Friday, seeing the news from your 
brave and beautiful city deepens our own meditation on 
the Cross. Please be assured of my prayers and 
unwavering fraternal support. The Church throughout the 
United States feels this senseless act of violence as a 
tragedy in our own family. 
Of course, the terror of the Crucifixion is overcome by the 
hope of the Resurrection. Through unity, courage and 
comforting of the victims, the people of Belgium remind 
me of the Apostles comforted by the Risen Lord. In the 

face of unspeakable violence, they refused to allow fear to 
be their final witness. 
God so loved the world that He sent his only Son. Seeing 
our violent rejection of that love, God could have easily 
withdrawn from the world. Instead, Jesus overcame death 
to offer us salvation. So too let us respond to hate with 
love and reject the extremists who would see us abandon 
our most vulnerable brothers and sisters. 
Today, I thank God for the powerful witness of your 
people in the face of terror. My prayers are with you as 
their shepherd.

What are the Holy Doors? One of the central components of the 
Jubilee of Mercy is that the Holy Doors throughout the world will 
be opened during this Jubilee year.  When they are opened at 
the beginning of the year, "the Holy Door will become a Door of 
Mercy through which anyone who enters will experience the 
love of God who consoles, pardons, and instils hope" (MV, 3. . . ).  
Since each diocese will have the opportunity to open a Door of 
Mercy in their diocese, all members of the faithful will have 
opportunity to make a pilgrimage to their local Holy Door during 
the Jubilee.  This pilgrimage is to be a journey of walking closer 
with God and discovering "moment[s] of grace and spiritual 
renewal" (MV, 3. . . ).  These doors are symbols of God's mercy, 
open to welcome everyone into the compassion of God's love 
that Christ proclaimed.

Did you Know???   Divine Mercy Sunday :  Faustina 
Kowalska, a Polish nun reported visions and visitations 

from Jesus and conversations with Him. He asked her to paint 
the vision of His Merciful Divinity being poured from His 
sacred heart and specifically asked for a feast of Divine Mercy 
to be established on the first Sunday after Easter so mankind 
would take refuge in Him: 
“I want the image solemnly blessed on the first Sunday after 
Easter, and I want it to be venerated publicly so that every 
soul may know about it.” (Jesus' words, Diary 341) 
The devotion was actively promoted by Pope John Paul II. On 
April 30, 2000, the Canonization of Faustina Kowalska took 
place and the Sunday after Easter was officially designated as 
the Sunday of the Divine Mercy. On April 22, 2001, which was 
one year after establishing Divine Mercy Sunday, Pope John 
Paul II re-emphasized its message in the resurrection context 
of Easter: 
Jesus said to St. Faustina one day: "Humanity will never find 
peace until it turns with trust to Divine Mercy".
