Donald Staib and Father Alex Gonzalez.

After ordination in 1961, Father Stailspent four months at
Transfiguration of Jesus Mission as part of Bishop Waters'
Missionary Apostolate Program, a concept giving newly ordained
priests the opportunity to begin work at mission churches under
the guidance of a more experienced priest. In Fr Staib's case, he
worked with Fr. John Harper of Immaculate Conception in
Clinton.

Fr. Staib's service included serving at Superintendent of Schools
for the Diocese and teaching English in the Philippines and
Vietnam. He is the first and only pastor at St. Mary Magdelene
in Apex where he still serves and will be overseeing the building
of a new sanctuary.

Fr. Staib's complete biography can be found in the album
"Priests, Deacons, Religious, and Significant Gifts to
Transfiguration" in the history bookshelf in the parish hall.
Father Alex Gonzaleserved Transfiguration of Jesus from 2011-
2014. It was during this time that Transfiguration, after 60 years,
was erected as a parish in June 2012.

Prior to coming to Transfiguration, Fr. Alex served as pastor at
the Doggett Center at NC State where he also served as chaplain
to the football team. He also served at St. Mark in Wilmington,
St. Thomas More in Chapel Hill and Sacred Heart Cathedral
where he was Assistant Vocation Director to the Diocese.

Fr. Alex is currently pastor at St. Mary's in Goldsboro.

1 Tim 2:15 says that woman will be saved through bearing
children, if she continues in faith and love and holiness with
modesty. John 6:54 says we will have eternal life by doing
something...eating the flesh and drinking the blood of our
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. In Matthew 19, verses 16 and
17, Jesus is asked directly what one must do to have eternal
life. Did He say, accept me into your heart once and that's it?
No! Jesus said to keep the commandments and you will have
life.

Yes, as Catholics we are born again. And, as Catholics we
believe that we were saved, as Paul says in Rom 8:24; that we
are being saved, as Paul says in 1 Cor 1:18; and that we will
be saved, as Paul says in Rom 5:9-10, provided we persevere
and keep our eyes on the prize. Salvation is a process, just as
Catholics believe, and just as the Bible clearly teaches.
