This Common Prayer
service will be co-presided by Catholic Bishop Luis Rafael
Zarama and Lutheran Bishop Tim Smith, and a Lutheran-
Catholic combined choir will lead us in worshiping God. All
fellow Catholics are invited to join Bishop Zarama, specially
those Catholic-Lutheran couples and families that share their
faith traditions on a daily basis. There are many ecumenical
efforts at parish levels where Christians from various
denominations bear witness to Christ by serving their local
communities together, for them this is good time to pray
together and to advance Christian unity.

A LITTLE HISTORY OF El Dia Los Muetslinary time
comes to fruition on the two first days of November as we
celebrate All Saints and All Souls. One is an obligation and,
though the other is not, it has its own dignity. El Dia Los
Muertos is one of the most important days for the Hispanic
community. For many, All Saints is joined to All Souls, in that
the graves of babies and children are visited on that day,
since they are santitos (little saints) or angelitos (little angels).
Flowers, their favorite toys, favorite music, etc. are taken to
them. The following day, people spend time- some of them
all day- at the cemetery with their love ones. From the
ancient customs of the Indians, the families pray, talk to
them; take them their favorite food, for their belief was that
this was one day they could return to earth. It is a most
solemn but joyful day. Itis a day to celebrate Christ's victory
over death: "Death, where is thy sting?" There is a mocking
of death as people make skeletons, candy which represent
death, Pan de los Muetos (bread of the dead), poetry, etc.

One of the customs is to build an altarcito (a little altar)
where one places mementos and pictures of those who have
died. There are also favorite foods, candles, statues or
pictures of favorite saints, books, Bibles, etc. Some parishes
have begun to build an altarcito where all parishioners can
also join in honoring the deceased. A remembrance book can
be placed to write names in. The altarcito is traditionally left
up for the month of November. It is one of the most
beautiful Hispanic traditions.

These days are also ones of hope because the story of Jesus
continues to be told. The Pascal Mystery enfolds all of life in
death. For the Hispanic community then, to speak of death is
to speak of life; to speak of life is to speak of death. That is
why the crucifix is always a symbol of life. We understand
that Jesus had to bear the cross that every time we look upon
him there is only hope that resurrection will come." Misa,
